On 
June 30th - right in the government buildings of Brasilia, the capital city of Brazil - believers 
fasted and prayed for the transformation of their nation. Nation after nation are hearing this 
CALL. 
 
One of the nations that has consistently responded to the CALL to prayer and fasting for the 
past 15 years is Canada.  While in a national prayer meeting several years ago, God gave a 
vision for rebuilding the righteous foundations of Canada.   

TheCRY is a movement emphasizing prayer, worship and fasting for Spiritual advance in 
Canada. It is a nameless and faceless movement joining the generations. 

People should prayerfully consider fasting on the day that TheCRY gathering is in their city, 
region or nation; no food will be provided. TheCRY is a grassroots movement. It is a cross-
cultural and cross-denominational gathering.

worship, unity, prayer, fasting, follow-up, transformation, repentance, reconciliation, 
impartation, equipping, revival and a holy revolution.

A coalition of Christian women from different denominations in Francistown will, at a 
date to be announced, hold a prayer vigil at the Botswana –Zimbabwe border.  
A statement from the women’s coalition states that they are greatly concerned about 
the goings-on in nearby Zimbabwe and will hold prayers at the Zimbabwean border 
and at the Center for Illegal Immigrants at Gerald Estates. 
 
This emerged at a ceremony at which the Christian women’s coalition was handing 
over clothes, money and food to Zimbabwean asylum seekers at the Anglican Church 



in Francistown. A truck load of clothes, food and cash was handed over to a 
representative of the District Commissioner’s office by the Christian women’s 
coalition yesterday. 
 
The Christian Women’s Coalition is made up of around eleven churches, among them 
the Catholic Church, the Anglican Church and UCCSA. They have, over the years, 
worked to assist in a lot of humanitarian causes in Francistown and surrounding areas.

Though the 
transport strike affected other parts of the nation, it did not affect 
Chennai as we had feared. Praise the Lord who so wonderfully answered!

We heard many presentations from around the world on the rapidly developing 
CiP movement and celebrated the wonders of God in raising up children to 
pray for community transformation, children at risk, national and global 
issues. Some participants testified that the last global consultation in 
Malaysia had changed their lives and ministries deeply. One of the leaders 
of a local humanitarian organization who caught the vision last time told 
us that his organization is now moving to include CiP in all 260 of their 
projects in India. They have seen such amazing miracles happen through the 
prayers of the children in their programs that they hope to adopt it in all 
the other countries where they work as well. 
  
One of the many highlights was praying with over 1000 children at the Royal 
Kids prayer center near Chennai. In total, there are over 8000 children in 
program. Many of these children were picked up from the garbage, unwanted 
babies from poor families. Some come from HIV or leprosy- affected 
families. Others were little girls used as temple prostitutes and terribly 
abused. It was a deeply moving experience for all of us to see how the Lord 
is bringing healing and restoration through education programs coupled with 
teaching the kids how to engage in intercessory prayer. The kids are on 
fire to know Jesus and in many cases are leading their parents to Him. They 
also run the prayer center with 24/7 teams that pray for the nations.
